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Introduction
Meaning Of Sujoodus Sahw

Sujood – means prostration
Sahw means forgetfulness or neglect
Ibnul Qayim said that the Prostration for forgetfulness by the Prophetصَلَىالله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ in his prayer is a perfection of the blessings of Allah upon his nation and a completion of His religion because he صَلَى الله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ explained what is legislated when forgetfulness occurs in the prayer.
Ruling of Sujoodus Sahw
Sujoodus Sahw is obligatory and it becomes incumbent upon a person when:
1. they have added something to the prayer (ziyaadah)

2. they have omitted something from the prayer (naqs)

3. they are in a state of doubt (shaq)

i) Adding something to the prayer (Ziyaadah)

Hadeeth 1

Abdullah ibn Masood  رضي الله عنه  narrated

Allah’s Messenger صَلَى الله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ prayed five Rak’ahs in the Dhuhr prayer and the people asked him: “Has the prayer been increased?” He said: “And why do you say that?” They said:” you have prayed five raka’hs.” So he prostrated twice after he had made the tasleem. 

(Reported by Bukhari and Muslim)
And in another narration

"If there had been anything changed in the prayer, surely I would have informed you but I am a human being like you and liable to forget like you. So if I forget remind me and if anyone of you is doubtful about his prayer, he should follow what he thinks to be correct and complete his prayer accordingly and finish it and do two prostrations (of Sahu)."

ii) Omitting something from the prayer (naqs)
Hadeeth 2

Abdullah bin Malik bin Buhaina رضي الله عنه  narrated : [image: image1.png]




The Prophet صَلَى الله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ led them in Dhuhr Prayer, and when he stood up at the end of the first two Rak’at and did not sit, the people stood up with him. When he finished the prayer and the people expected him to make the Tasleem (Salutation), he uttered the Takbeer while sitting and made two prostrations before saying the Tasleem (salutation). 

(Reported by Bukhari, Muslim, Ahmad, Abu Dawood, Tirmidhi, An Nisai’ and Ibn Majah)

In the narration of Muslim it is mentioned that He uttered the Takbeer for each prostration while sitting and the people prostrated with him to make up for the sitting he had forgotten.

Abu Hurayrah رضي الله عنه  narrated: [image: image2.png]




The Prophet  صَلَى الله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ offered one of the evening prayers (the sub-narrator Muhammad said, "I think that it was most probably the 'Asr prayer") and he finished it after offering two Rakat only. He then stood near a price of wood in front of the Mosque and put his hand over it. Abu Bakr and 'Umar were amongst those who were present, but they dared not talk to him about that (because of excessive respect for him), and those who were in a hurry went out. They said, "Has the prayer been reduced?" A man who was called DhulYadain by the Prophet said (to the Prophet), "Has the prayer been reduced or have you forgotten?" He said, "Neither have I forgotten, nor has the prayer been reduced." He said, "Certainly you have forgotten." So the Prophet offered two more Rakat and performed Tasleem and then said Takbir and performed a prostration of Sahu like his ordinary prostration or a bit longer and then raised his head and said Takbir and then put his head down and performed a prostration like his ordinary prostration or a bit longer, and then raised his head and said Takbir.

And in the narration in Muslim: Asr Prayer; and in the narration of Abu Dawood: He said Did Dhul Yadain say the truth? Then they said yes and is reported in the sahihain with the wording they said and in another narration and he did not prostrate Allah made certainty to this.

iii) Being a state of doubt (shaq)
Hadeeth 4

Abu Saeed Al Khudri  رضي الله عنه  narrated that

Allah’s Messenger صَلَى الله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ said: When anyone of you is in doubt about his prayer and does not know how many he has prayed, three or four (Raka’t), he should leave his doubt and base his prayer on that which he is sure of then perform two prostrations before tasleem (salutation).  If he has prayed five Raka’t, they will make his payer an even number and if he has prayed four they will be a humiliation for the devil.

Hadeeth 5

Al Mughira bin Shu’ba  رضي الله عنه  narrated

Allah’s Messenger  صَلَى الله عَلَيْهِ وَسَلَّمَ said: When one of you doubts and stands at the end of two Raka’t, if he remembers while having stood up he should continue and should not return (to the sitting position) and he should make two prostrations, but if he did not stand up straight he should sit down and there is no forgetfulness (prostration) upon him.
